ENTRY GUIDELINES

ALL ENTRIES MUST:

* Maintain a maximum spacing of 2 car lengths (40 feet) of space from the entry in
front of them and be able to maintain a speed of 3 km/h to 7 km/h.

* Must provide one person to walk as Pacer per entry

* Be 50% decorated except for those designated as antiques (License Plate)

« Carry a fire extinguisher in working order

+ Drivers must remain with floats at all time

* Not deliberately impact the flow, theme or operation of the parade or event

+ All motorized entries must be licensed and insured for use on roadways and carry
minimum of $2 Million in liability coverage and provide evidence if requested.

+ Copyright and SOCAN fees are the responsibility of the entry

+ Animal entries must carry necessary clean up equipment

PARADE REQUIRMENTS

* ALL ENTRIES MUST ENTER STAGING AREA THROUGH CHECK IN STATION
AT (10th STREET & WILLEMAR)

* Entries must be in position at 9:30am - we will not be able to accommodate late
arrival

* Entry numbers will be provided & must be CLEARLY displayed by the Pacer

« Pacers are REQUIRED to be on the RIGHT side of the entry
IN FRONT of entry - failure to do so may result in refusal in participation of future

+ Alcohol, drugs and any other incapacitating substances are forbidden
