WHEREAS:  two-thirds of wild salmon populations in British Columbia remain below their long-term 
average; and  

WHEREAS:  restoring wild salmon habitats is vital to the recovery and resilience of the species 
throughout the province; and 

WHEREAS:  governments, industries, communities, and individuals share responsibility in the long-
term recovery of wild salmon, with Indigenous leadership playing a vital role; and
